                  Year 11 Legal Excursion  

Very early on Thursday morning 13 th September a very sleepy Year 11 Legal Studies 
class travelled to Melbourne on an excursion to Parliament House, followed by .  

a visit to the Victorian Magistratesõ Court located in the heart of the CBD. These two 
institutions are significant to the course we have been currently studying fo Units 1               
and 2.  

                                           At both Parliament House and the Magistratesõ Court                                                 
                               we were all scanned and required to follow protocol                               
                               before entering the building. Unfortunately, at                                                
                               Parliament House, one of our students forgot they had                               
                               a pocket knife in their bag; this lead to them being                         
                               questioned (very intensely by security). Once we had                                                                                                                                
                               been cleared to enter the houses, we were seated in                                                      
                               the Legislative Assembly (the Lower House or the one                                      
                               with the green seats) where the students participated                                            
                               in a mock passing of a bill. Jordan Richards was seated                                                                                                              
                               in Daniel Andrewõs chair and Ben Thomas carried the large                       
                               mace and opened the proceedings. Matilda Walker played     
                               the part of the speaker to a tee.  We have been studying all 
of these processes throughout the year, so it was fantastic to apply the learning in the 
halls of such a building.  

Once again we were scanned and checked before entering the Magistratesõ Court. 

The Magistratesõ Court deals with approximately 90% of all Victorian Court                

matters. These include Criminal, Civil, Traffic, Intervention Orders, Fines and                 

Infringements, as well as specialist court jurisdictions, such as Drug Court and              

ARC. There is certainly a tense and awkward atmosphere that permeates the               

halls of the court. To ensure that we did not overwhelm any of the courts we               

were advised to split up into three groups to visit the court rooms. We spent our                 

time visiting many court rooms listening to bail hearings, hearings for people who                

had been arrested overnight, video links from jail to the court, short pleas of guilty,                          

family violence related matters ð basically anything you could imagine being put                 

through the court system initially comes through the Magistratesõ Court. Students            

were able to see Magistrates in action, Legal Aid lawyers presenting cases with                   

very minimal time to prepare, accused people; their supporters - and detractors -     

being held and judgments being made against them. As part of Unit 1 and 2 we    

have been investigating the role of the courts in our legal system, so it was powerful to 

see this system in operation.

Tertiary Open Days provide students with an opportunity to be inspired, explore 

facilities on offer and talk with course advisors regarding       particular courses 

and related VCE or VCAL subject selection.   It is  highly recommended that stu-

dents attend at least one open day in years 10 and/or 11 so that  students can 

envisage what tertiary study is all about.  

 

When students attend they should be encouraged to pick up each of the     

pamphlets that interest them so that they can browse through them in detail 

once at home and make sure to ask questions regarding things that may not be 

covered in the institution's handbooks. Key questions to ask course advisors or 

academics include:  

¶ What are the graduate outcomes for students who study this course and 

where, which companies, are they now working for?  

¶ Are their opportunities to study overseas as part of this course and if so does 

it count towards the degree?  

¶ Is industry placement part of this course and how much of the  program is 

dedicated to this (eg. 6 months or a year)? Do university staff aid students in 

obtaining a   placement or is this something that the individual has to      

arrange themselves?  

 

If the course of interest is offered at multiple universities ask staff what sets their program apart from other universi-
ties?
